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FY:2010Launched in 2006, PROJECT C.U.R.E.’s First Ladies’ Luncheon is an annual fundraising event that brings 
awareness to the humanitarian efforts of First Ladies’ from around the world. Each year, nearly 2,000 distinguished 
guests join together to learn about the First Lady’s key healthcare issues and raise funding to deliver life-saving 
medical supplies and equipment to the most deserving hospitals and clinics throughout her country. 

On July 21st, 2010, PROJECT C.U.R.E. hosted its fifth-annual First Ladies’ Luncheon, welcoming honored guest 
and keynote speaker Mrs. Marta Martinelli, First Lady of Panama. Mrs. Martinelli shared with 1,800 Denver 
business and community leaders her focus on ensuring that the indigenous people of Panama have access to 
quality healthcare.

FIRST LADIES’ LUNCHEON SENDS HEALTH AND HOPE TO PANAMA
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PROJECT C.U.R.E INTERN HELPS CONSUELO SECURE AMBULANCE
Until the summer of 2011, the small and very poor community of Consuelo, Dominican Republic 
did not have an ambulance. Accident victims, mothers having complication during childbirth, and all 
other victims of emergency situations typically could only hope to find a good Samaritan to transport 
them to a local hospital. Sadly, many people are left to suffer or even die due to lack of an ambulance.  
 
This changed when Angela Bennett arrived in Consuelo following her semester-long internship program at 
PROJECT C.U.R.E. She began working with the Pro-Ambulance Committee, supporting their efforts to raise 
money to purchase an ambulance. Knowing that PROJECT C.U.R.E. had shipped emergency vehicles in the 
past, she contacted us. By chance, PROJECT C.U.R.E. had recently received a donated ambulance. We were able 
to utilize non-designated donations to secure the ambulance, transport it to our warehouse and deliver it to the 
community of Consuelo.
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MISSION 
We identify, solicit, collect, sort and distribute medical supplies and services according to the imperative needs of 
the world. 

In hundreds of hospitals in every corner of the world, we have met people who are suffering from disease and 
despair: patients who go without basic examinations and treatments because their hospitals lack the necessary 
supplies and equipment to provide the needed care. Children, women and men are left without hope. In response 
to their desperate need, Project C.U.R.E. has worked for 23 years to save lives by providing desperately-needed 
medical equipment and supplies.

Now the largest provider of donated medical supplies and equipment to developing nations around the world, our 
dedicated community of  12,000 volunteers identify, solicit, collect, and sort nearly $50 million dollars worth—or 
100 ocean-going cargo containers—annually of donated, unused supplies and reusable equipment that we receive 
from hospitals, medical manufacturers and wholesale distributors.  We test, package and deliver these life-saving 
supplies to the most deserving hospitals and clinics throughout the world.

PROCESS 
Project C.U.R.E. works in over 120 developing countries, equipping the world’s most resource-starved medical 
facilities with donated medical supplies, equipment and program services.

In 2009, Project C.U.R.E. received more than 250 requests for medical assistance. Medical supplies are delivered 
to facilities following a detailed pre-qualification process that includes 1) a request for assistance application, 2) 
commitment from a financial sponsor and, 3) a comprehensive onsite Needs Assessment to determine:

The specific needs of the medical facility•	
The ability of the recipient facility to install, use, and maintain equipment•	
The assurance that the donations will be properly used to aid those in need•	
The relationship between the recipient, government, and customs officials to facilitate the importation of resources•	
The logistics of delivery•	

Based on the assessment, Project C.U.R.E. evaluates the medical resources that will best match the specific needs 
of the medical facility, community and country. Equipment and supplies are then hand-loaded from one of  Project 
C.U.R.E.’s four U.S. warehouses where materials are expertly loaded into a 40-ft ocean-going CARGO container. 
Since our founding in 1987, we have delivered over $450 million in Gift-in-Kind donations and program services 
benefitting millions of women, children and men living in conditions of poverty and disease.
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PROGRAMS
CARGO…containers are the means by which we deliver donated medical supplies and 
equipment. Each container is the size of a 40-ft semi-truck trailer and transports approximately 
$400,000 worth of medical resources. In 2010, Project C.U.R.E. delivered 119 containers 
to 46 countries. 

PROCURE…is our method of obtaining donations of new, used and overstock medical 
supplies and equipment. Items are collected, or procured, from medical manufacturers, 
wholesale suppliers, and hospitals in the United States. In 2010, nearly $48 million worth 
of gift-in-kind medical donations were collected from hospitals and medical manufacturers in the 
U.S. and sent to medical facilities in developing countries.

VOLUNTEERS…our dedicated community of 12,000 volunteers contributed nearly 75,000 
hours of service to Project C.U.R.E. in 2010. Volunteers represent numerous backgrounds and 
provide invaluable assistance by procuring, sorting, testing, and packaging medical supplies and 
equipment in preparation for delivery to hospitals and clinics around the world.

CLINICS…are international volunteer medical mission trips that offer medical professionals 
the opportunity to administer free diagnosis, treatment, and health education at a hospital or 
clinic in a developing country. In 2010, C.U.R.E. Clinics provided care to an estimated 4,000 
children, women, and men.

PHILANTHROTRAVEL…provides an opportunity to connect with Project C.U.R.E’s 
work by personally experiencing our mission in communities throughout the developing 
world. In 2010, PhilanthroTravel trips funded the delivery of  $1 million worth of 
donated medical supplies to hospitals and clinics throughout Cuba and Belize.

KITS…are designed to be hand-delivered by international travelers to medical 
professionals in developing countries. Kits contain about $1,500 worth of basic medical 
supplies, and are packed to meet international airline travel regulations. In 2010, 413 Kits were 
delivered to 45 countries, valued at more than $650,000 worth of medical supplies.

KIT FOR KIDS…provide families in developing nations with a shoebox-sized “medicine 
chest” of everything needed to care for kids—bandages, pain reliever, and antibiotic ointment. In 2010, 3,160 Kit 
for Kids packages were delivered to families in need. 
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INFRASTRUCTURE STRENGTHENING 
In 2010, PROJECT C.U.R.E. provided $48 million worth of gift-in-kind medical supplies to developing countries. As 
a result of this support, medical facilities can reallocate their limited resources to other mission critical services–such 
as hiring midwives, doctors and nurses; purchasing life-saving medical prescriptions to treat HIV/AIDS and Malaria; 
implementing educational programs that aim to reduce child mortality rates–that ultimately help to restore and increase 
community confidence in their hospital or clinic. 

Medical supplies and equipment are necessary to provide treatment and deliver health. According to our most recent 
University of Denver study surveying recipients of PROJECT C.U.R.E. medical supplies and equipment: 

 
Capacity
The majority of respondents reported an increase in both the number (92%) and the types of procedures (75%) performed 
since receiving supplies and equipment from PROJECT C.U.R.E.

Examples of these types of procedures include ECG, surgery, dental, ICU procedures, x-rays, and cleft palate surgery.

78% of the medical facilities that received beds from PROJECT C.U.R.E. reported being able to increase their staff and 
size because of the new beds. Many used the beds to establish new departments, while other facilities were able to use the 
new beds to replace old, dilapidated beds.

Access
Prior to receiving supplies and equipment from PROJECT C.U.R.E., 83% of respondents were forced to turn patients 
away. By far the most common contributing factor to people being denied care was the lack of supplies (70%). As a 
provider of medical supplies, PROJECT C.U.R.E. is ideally positioned to help these medical facilities.

The majority of respondents (83%) reported an increase in the percentage of the community that has access to health 
care services since receiving the delivery from PROJECT C.U.R.E.

 
Affordability
83% of the respondents have been able to internally reallocate finances to at least two other areas of need 
because they received supplies and equipment from PROJECT C.U.R.E. The most common areas that 
were able to receive finances include direct patient care (90%) and the number of patients served (90%). 
The majority of respondents (83%) reported that receiving supplies from PROJECT C.U.R.E. increased affordability of 
care at their medical facility.
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VOLUNTEERS
At the heart of  Project C.U.R.E. are our volunteers, on whom our organization depends.
In 2010, we welcomed 4,800 new volunteers. Our dedicated “C.U.R.E. community” donated nearly 
75,000 hours  of service, equivalent to more than $1.6 million, to Project C.U.R.E. Volunteers 
represent numerous backgrounds, including nurses, doctors, students, and young professionals. 
From sorting donations and maintaining our inventory system to testing biomedical equipment 
and leading group sort teams, volunteers provide invaluable support and are utilized according to 
their strengths and interests. Without the commitment of our volunteers, Project C.U.R.E. could 
not deliver health and hope. health and hope to the millions of people around the world who are in 
desperate need of medical relief.
